An audience with Alexander Lazarev

On 18 April a mixed audience gathered at Glasgowvéisity for a much-anticipated
audience with Alexander Lazarev, the departingqgypa conductor of the Royal Scottish
National Orchestra. Following the brief and infotroanferring of an honorary professorship
by the University’s Principal, Dr Stuart Campbelsked questions about Lazarev’s life and
career.

Lazarev spoke about the inspiration of studyingtte# same institutions attended by
Tchaikovsky and Rakhmaninov, adapting to the diffgrvoices of composers, for example
Shostakovich wrote from within the crowd whereashMawrote from the mountains, and (a
secret not to be shared with musicians) that, witlam orchestra, conductors were valueless.
His assertion that Pushkin’s Tatiana was only 1@ yef age provoked entertaining debate on
the interpretation of both poem and opera.

Of particular interest was Lazarev's high regard apparent considerable sympathy for
Prokofiev, picturing him as being constantly in tBbeadow of others — Stravinsky as
composer, Rakhmaninov as pianist, Shostakovichyaplsonist and finally even Stalin in
death. His respect for Prokofiev was evident i @i Prokofiev programme with which he
completed his tenure at the RSNO. Indeed, Lazexprvessed almost distaste for performing
the popular Russian classics such as Tchaikovskypkgnies 4, 5 and 6.

Maestro Lazarev has made a major impression ommilgcal life of Scotland, delighting
audiences with his showman style, and will be esfigcremembered for his varied and
innovative programmes, most notably the Shostakownd Prokofiev symphony cycles.
This was an enjoyable evening allowing those prietgeget to know an international maestro
who, against the stereotype, came across as &uargn being. We look forward to his first
performance as conductor emeritus of the RSNO. Andr&unn

How my great grandmother met the tsar

My great grandmother met Tsar Nicholas's grandfadexander Il in December 1880. This
is how the meeting came about.
My great grandfather's house was near the mairablsrof Archangel and the family in the
past was used to taking a shortcut through theablesrto their house. After a rather high
spirited summer party in 1880 he was taking a stutrthrough Military barracks early in the
morning and was challenged by a guard. The guas ved aware of the convention that
allowed the family to go through the barracks amddf his gun at my great grandfather.
Fortunately the bullet missed him but he protestethe guard and in the melee that took
place the guard’s rifle went off again and the guaas accidentally killed.
The result was that great grandfather was sentetweétlberia for an indeterminate time.
Clearly the family tried every legal effort to ggdemency to no avail. The only chance left
was a meeting with the Tsar who gave clemency atst®mas and Epiphany as was the
tradition of the times.
My great grandmother was heavily pregnant withithly due in January. However she was a
strong character and decided that she would petie Tsar at Christmas. She had to travel
with her mother for 11 days in the height of thes&an winter in &ibitka, a leather covered
sledge, from Archangel which is approximately 8GGemfrom St Petersburg.
After waiting some 7days in St Petersburg she wastgd the Christmas audience. She
described the tsar as being quite tall with thel&st eyes she had ever seen .He was aware of
the petition and asked about the journey, saying tiifficult it must have been etc etc. His
last words to her were ‘I give you my word yourldhwill have his father’. She then left to
begin the return journey to Archangel clearly inamwaliscomfort!
The baby, my grandfather, was born on 13th Janaay some four weeks later Tsar
Alexander Il was assassinated. Many of the pestigranted were subsequently cancelled by
Alexander 1ll, who felt his father was far too lent, and many of the assassins including
Lenin's brother were publicly hanged. (I believensnaf the problems that Tsar Nicholas II
faced stemmed from the original assassinationo§randfather).
My great grandfather returned from Siberia in Fabyul881 as promised by the Tsar.

Anderson High School’s Study Trip to St Petersburg

March saw our school’s first venture into Studypsrito Russia — myself, five students, one
teaching colleague, and a great deal of apprehen®i® have been involved with trips abroad,
from nearby Norway to distant Australia, but thiasathe first time we’d tried taking a class of S5
beginners to Russia. School trips are not cheaghtleis one was no exception. We went by air to
cut down on travelling time, but this still involdéwo overnight stays in Aberdeen. We had to pay
for tuition, accommodation, visas, registrationsfebod and transport — not much left over for
anything else! However, the pupils were determinadd spent a lot of time fund-raising
beforehand. This, coupled with a very welcome tionafrom the local firm ‘Shetland Catch’,
meant that we were able to incorporate a few eg&keriences into our stay. There was the
occasional panic (one student casually mentionedaimuary that he hadn’t yet applied for his
passport) but the visas duly arrived just in tiraegd as we waved goodbye, | fervently hoped we
would all return in one piece!

Living on Shetland, total population 22,000, thegmect of a week in a city of five million was a
bit daunting. 24 hours after leaving the school, lareded at Pulkovo Airport, having gasped in
amazement at the frozen lakes, rivers and eves pathe sea, as we flew. Aleksei, from the Extra
Class Language Centre (www.learnrussian.ru) medasupromised, and we were transferred in a
mini-bus, via a roadside money exchange — ‘He gavgeod rate!’ — to our host families. This was
the scary bit! We were all billeted with Russiamnfles, the three girls together, the rest of us
individually, bravest of all being my colleague,défn, who by that stage had mastered about half
the Cyrillic alphabet and six words of Russian! eTrhinibus stopped outside a 22-storey block of
flats built on stilts, in a concrete jungle on \&sisky Island, and faces fell as we surveyed the
solemn group of Russian women awaiting us. Alekisiributed us, and we made for the lifts,
anxious backward glances saying ‘What have we uesadves in for?’ Having attended a similar
course 4 years previously, | knew what I'd let nifyse for, but | knew the pupils would be
surprised by separate toilet and bathroom faglitiee standard of plumbing and wiring, the size of
the flats, the heating system (they learned thepéeature had to be below a certain level for 10
days in a row before the heating could be switavedand if it only happened on 9 consecutive
days, well — you froze!).

Next morning, Aleksei arrived to help us negotiite metro and find our way to the Language
Centre. The St Petersburg metro is not as sturasrige one in Moscow, but it is certainly deeper —
by the end of the week, we had spent quite some simply standing on the escalators, although
by then some of us were brave enough to imitatdateds by running down the left-hand side, to
save time! The arrangement with the school wagHerpupils to have four lessons per day, and
Evelyn and | to have two. By the end of the 4 lassony poor pupils were in shock — teaching was
very enthusiastic, professional, intensive, and ateiing, and the accusing looks aimed in my
direction said it all, as they erupted into thesfrair, desperately needing fed! But life improvas,
they began to acclimatise. We asked for longerKsrdeetween lessons, (longer than it took the

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teachers to smoke a cigarette) and more participdeaching, with pair work etc. Having my
lessons next door, | often heard laughter, so pmesiuthey were OK! When not being taught, we
would often be asked to sit in on English clasaes, speak to the students. | also spent time in the
office, arranging trips, phoning landladies, anging to find out why our money had still not
reached the Russian bank — an embarrassing siiuaticch the Russians accepted as normal. It
finally reached their account 2 weeks after we-gfts a complicated system, so be warned.

As time went by, it was gratifying to see the psmhin confidence in speaking Russian, even the
shyest. Each day | heard tales of the host fam#ied how they'd learned new words and phrases —
some of which they were reluctant to share, givext each family had at least one teenager! We
were even able to reciprocate, helping the Rusghddren with their English homework. | was also
delighted to hear that even the most pernicketyhefm was trying new foods with enjoyment.
During the past year, | had made contact with aoskcin St Petersburg, through the website
‘Windows on the World’, (www.wotw.org.uk) which mitschools from all over the world in
contact. The whole class had corresponded withalepand we visited the school. We were met at
the metro by the teacher and three of her pupilsedy pretty girl wearing what could only be
described as a pelmet, not a skirt, turned outetorte of the penpals, much to the delight of the bo
involved!

Having had many foreign visitors to our own schd®as used to the initial awkward introductory
moments. However, as soon as we reached the scwglupils were pounced upon by the English
class, and the chatter never stopped. They igipait on a few skits for us, as it was April libien
bombarded us with questions, over juice and biscuiVe also had a tour of the school, which was
poorer equipped than our own, but their standarddriuage learning was certainly a lot higher. It
took no time at all for arrangements to be madetlier weekend, although my colleague and |
seemed overly strict over meeting times, placesnpmumbers, etc — the Russian pupils found this
most amusing! However, | had visions of at least of them getting lost, and took no chances.
The subsequent meetings were very successful apdfully some of these friendships will
continue.

So what else did we do? Well, a lot of walking! Tdentre of St Petersburg is beautiful, and you
have to walk to appreciate the magnificent views pbbably didn’t do as many touristy things as
most tourists, but I'm sure we came away with a Imbetter idea of what life in the city is really
like. On Saturday, we engaged the services of PEtemw.peterswalk.comy a Russian who
organises guided tours of the city, whom | candhghly recommend. We had asked for a ‘non-
touristy’ walk, which he certainly provided. Amotige highlights: attending part of a service in an
Orthodox church, (one pupil’'s comment — ‘All | caay is, Wow?!’), going round a food market and
sampling the wares, shopping in a shop attachddetdlilitary Academy, eating in a Russian café,
and travelling in a ‘marshrutka’ (minibus runningset route). We also took a trip to the village
(population 30,000, so more than Shetland!) of Ruslor Tsarskoye Selo. We wandered through
the palace, mouths open in wonder at the splendeat,clad in special slippers sliding on the
polished parquet. The famous Amber Room was miagnif not full of amber artefacts, but with
amber-decorated walls and ceiling. There were Iifedpiarks, but it was too wet to explore them.
Most of the pupils went to the Hermitage with theeénpals, but Evelyn and | only saw it from the
outside. The battleship ‘Aurora’ was shut, as wesKunstkammer — a museum of curiosities from
Peter the Great’s time onwards. Moral: don't tryisit official places on a Tuesday.

We tried to see as much as possible of real lif&trPetersburg, which of course is no more
representative of Russia as a whole than Londar Great Britain. We were pleased to find that
you can live reasonably cheaply if you stick tocpk tourists don’t frequent, and on the whole
people in shops and cafes were very friendly — munciite approachable than four years ago.

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Practical help to the needy in Russian Karelia

The St Gregory Foundation is a British Charity, ethsupports a variety of projects of assistance to
the needy in Russia. Since 1990 it has been supgotiie Russian Orthodox parish of the
Dormition of the Mother of God in Kondopoga in Kiae north of St Petersburg, near the Arctic
Circle.The Episcopalian Church of the Holy Crossavidson's Mains, Edinburgh, has been
channeling support through the St Gregory Foundasimce 2003.

Kondopoga has about 40,000 inhabitants and wasdémlim the 1920s to support its only major
employer, the local paper mill. A nearby villagergats name to the town -it has a church, a world-
famous gem of wooden Russian architecture, buithénlate 18th century. Its last vicar was shot in
1930 in a routine campaign aimed at destroyingia@t. Father Lev, the next and current vicar
came to Kondopoga exactly 60 years later, in Deezni®90, and set up a new church in a
redundant water pumping station.

Most of the people in Kondopoga are descendentiseofvaves of people driven there in the Stalin
era by mass deportations, collectivisation, transfevolunteers' to erect the great building pctge

of communism. Uprooted from their homes and unablesturn, then dependent on the state for
decades and, since the fall of Communism, faceld thi¢ collapse of local industries, and a rate of
unemployment, which for years hovered around 50%nywpeople have simply given up.

Core parishioners number over 800 people and maimg mre occasional worshippers, much too
many to fit into the tiny church.

It whe place where up to 100 people are fed every day,
where up to 150 children were given instructiorvelocare and attention as well as clothes,
footwear and good company, the place where vageaatsffered an address and assistance, where
adults looking for practical as well as spiritualvation, may be offered not only advice, but a job
It also housed an Icon Workshop.

In April, 2005, the house was badly burned in a fand now there is the huge task of
reconstruction, so that this important work cantcure.

The rehabilitation of children started on the fidsty of the life of the parish. Many come from
families the church never sees, parents who areploged and broke, alcoholics, drug addicts,
destitute or simply desperate. These are offerettmabhelp as they are able, including regular
meals in the school holidays, but mostly they dfered love, care, instruction and a chance to be
loved and cared for. In summer there are excursicareps and hikes organised by the parish and
this helps to create a group of secure and spligtatable individuals, the basis of a future sbgie
The parish runs a sawmill and a carpentry workstiopugh which many are rehabilitated -
reformed alcoholics and drug addicts, disabled |geomgrants - and helped to regain a place in
society. It is hoped that the sawmill may be theanseby which they can eventually become
independent.

Thanks to British help, small-scale farming acyiviias been undertaken. There are cows, a rabbit
and poultry farm, pigs, potato fields, hothousesl @n large vegetable garden, all providing
employment for the local people. The farming andigaing activities provide the eggs, meat and
vegetables needed to feed the permanent workerthanmbor.
