A Presentation by Michael James Mel-

nyk, author of the book "To Battle: The 

Formation and History of the 14th 

Galician Waffen-SS Division" will take 

place at the Club on 21August at 17:00. 

Among the numerous historical accounts 

of the Ukrainians who served in the Ger-

man Waffen-SS from 1943 to 1945, Mi-

chael James Melnyk's contains the most 

accurate research to date.  As a military 

historian he gives a balanced account of 

the reasons behind the creation of the 

division and the motivations of those 

who joined and fought in the complex 

theatre of war on the Russian front.

On 25 May ten members of the Ukrain-

ian community traveled to Ukraine with 

Father Pidluski to take part in his 50th 

birthday celebration in Ivano Frankivsk 

on 29 May.   

Due to the lack of airport facilities in 

either Ivano Frankivsk or Lviv the party 

flew to Kiev and then traveled to Ivano 

Frankivsk by bus.  Despite assurances 

that the bus journey would last about 

seven to eight hours and would be by 

luxury coach transport turned out to be a 

small mini bus which barely accommo-

dated the passengers and their luggage 

and took a bit longer.   

To be fair this confusion may have re-

sulted from numerous changes of travel 

arrangements caused by the British Air-

ways cabin crew strikes and the need to 

reschedule arrangements rather than the 

difference between the parties under-

standing and the Ukrainian understand-

ing of luxury travel. In the end the jour-

ney from Kiev to Ivano Frankivsk took 

almost twelve hours, however this pro-

vided an opportunity to view and appre-

ciate the sheer size and beauty of a large 

proportion of the rich agricultural land-

scape of Ukraine. 

 

On their eventual safe arrival in Ivano 

Frankivsk the party was entertained with

The birthday celebration on 29 May 

started with mass in the cathedral at 

11.00am, followed by a party at the hotel 

Nadia which started at 14.30 and contin-

ued until midnight.  His Scottish guests 

presented him with a Quaich, 5.5 inches 

in diameter, which embodied his Scottish 

and Ukrainian connection, the handles 

being in the shape of thistles and with a 

Tryzub engraved in the bowl of the 

Quaich.  Apart from the magnificent 

array of food and endless supply of whis-

key, vodka, wine and champagne the 

party guests were entertained through-

out the afternoon and evening by very 

versatile musicians, a well known local 

singer and a very talented youth choir.   

Over the course of the trip which lasted 

two weeks everyone was able to visit 

their respective families and in all cases 

the hospitality was overwhelming and 

everyone shared a lot of stories.

Although there are a number of Ukrain-

ian services held throughout Scotland, 

the service in Lockerbie is held in a very 

unique location. 

The chapel was built by Ukrainian prison-

ers of war who were sent here in 1947 

and held at Halmuir Camp on the out-

skirts of the town, instead of being sent 

back home where they would have been 

tried as traitors and faced almost certain 

death.   

The chapel was looked after for a long 

time by just one or two people, and es-

pecially by Mykola Pufkyj until his death 

in August 2004.  His voluntary caretaking 

job was then taken over by his son and 

daughter-in-law, Zenon and Ina, and the 

chapel is now an officially listed and pro-

tected building where services are held 

on the first Sunday of every month. 

Beside the chapel, there is an old caravan 

which doubles as a small community hall 

where parishioners can enjoy a cup of 

tea or coffee after the monthly service 

and also serves as an information centre 

with a large collection of pictures and 

articles from over the years. 

For several years the upkeep of the 

chapel has been dependant on dona-

tions from visitors but unfortunately 

these have proved insufficient to 

maintain the integrity of the 

chapel.   

At a meeting in December 2009 it 

was agreed that a group called

chapel, acquire a new visitor cen-

tre and upgrade the site in gen-

eral.  

A constitution has been drawn up and 

is currently being finalized so that the 

group may apply to the Office of the 

Scottish Charity Regulator (OSCR) for 

charitable status and once registered 

application can be made for a variety of 

grants.
