“My first visit to Russia was in 1970, with 
an eventful train journey, to join my 
husband in Moscow. Returning many 
times since to different parts of Russia, I 
have noticed many changes. I always carry 
a sketchbook and scribble  down what has 
grabbed my attention.  One memorable trip 
to Vologda, the Kenozera National Park, 
Archangel and St. Petersburg formed the 
basis of a solo show at the Workhouse 
Gallery, Chelsea. More recently, I took 
part in a  Defra/Darwin Initiative exchange 
to Kalmykia, which was formerly part of 
USSR. My remit was to illustrate the 
ecological problems facing the Kalmyk 
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people and draw attention to the 
endangered saiga antelope.
